REGULATING AND GOVERNING THE CONDITIONS AND MAINTENANCE OF ALL
PROPERTY, BUILDINGS, AND STRUCTURES TO ENSURE THAT STRUCTURES ARE
SAFE, SANITARY, AND FIT FOR OCCUPANCY AND USE; PROVIDING THAT THE



PROVISIONS OF THE INTERNATIONAL PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE SHALL
BE SUPPLEMENTAL TO ALL OTHER CODES AND ORDINANCES OF THE CITY;
PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION, SEVERABILITY, AND CONFLICTS, AND
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Attorney Smith explained the International Property Maintenance Code (IPMC) provides
minimum property maintenance standards. The City adopted IPMC in 2015. Itis separate from
Florida Building Code; updated versions are adopted as needed.

Ordinance 2021-09 Fire Impact Fees Repeal

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EDGEWOOD, FLORIDA REPEALING THE CITY
OF EDGEWOOD FIRE/RESCUE SERVICES IMPACT FEE, PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY, CONFLICTS, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE

Orange County provides Edgewood’s fire and rescue services. Impact fees may only be used
for capital improvements. The City has used the funds for radios but does not foresee any
purchases for capital improvements in the future.

In response to Chair Kreidt, Attorney Smith explained that developers no longer have to pay
this fee.

Ordinance 2021-10 Home-based Businesses

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EDGEWOOD, ORANGE COUNTY, FLORIDA
AMENDING CHAPTER 134, “ZONING,” SECTION 134-518, RELATED TO HOME-
BASED BUSINESSES; MAKING THE CODE CONSISTENT WITH RECENT STATE
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LEGISLATION; PROVIDING FOR  SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR
CODIFICATION, CONFLICTS, AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

Attorney Smith explained that due to State legislation, municipalities are restricted from
regulating home businesses any more stringently than other businesses. Cities cannot have a
list of allowable home businesses.

Attorney Smith confirmed to Chair Kreidt that there has been discussion of the State’s
overreach. He added that more home rule has been taken away with each legislative session.

In response to Board Member Nelson, Attorney Smith confirmed that municipalities can
enforce code compliance. It is permissible for home businesses to have up to two employees
that do not reside at the residence.

Attorney Smith confirmed to Board Member Gragg that home businesses must be legitimate
with legal uses and consistent with the neighborhood.

There can be no more parking demand than the average for the neighborhood.
There was no public comment.

Board Member Nelson made a motion to recommend approval of Ordinance 2021-10;
second by Vice-Chair Santurri. The motion was approved (4/0).

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ORDINANCE NO. 2021-11

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EDGEWOOD,
ORANGE COUNTY, FLORIDA AMENDING CHAPTER
134, “ZONING,” SECTION 134-514, RELATED TO
AUTOMOBILE SERVICE STATIONS; PROVIDING THAT
AUTOMOBILE SERVICE STATIONS MAY BE
PERMITTED IN THE CITY’S INDUSTRIAL ZONING
DISTRICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY;
PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION, CONFLICTS, AND
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Edgewood currently prohibits automobile service stations in all
zoning districts; and

WHEREAS, the during the 2020 legislative session, the Florida legislature amended
Section 377.707 to preempt local governments from adopting or enforcing de facto prohibitions
of fuel retailers; and

WHEREAS, the City’s existing prohibition is in conflict with Stat law; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Edgewood finds it necessary and
appropriate to amend the City’s Land Development Regulations to exempt the City’s Industrial
zoning district from the automobile service station prohibition in order to comply with State law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of
Edgewood, Florida as follows:

NOTE: Underlined words constitute additions to the City of Edgewood Code of
Ordinances, strikethrough constitutes deletions from the original Code of Ordinances, and
asterisks (***) indicate an omission from the existing text which is intended to remain
unchanged.

Section 1. Chapter 134, Section 134-514 of the City of Edgewood Code of
Ordinances shall be amended as follows:

Sec. 134-514. - Automobile service station prohibitioned in non-industrial zoning districts,

and requirements.

Automobile service stations, as defined in_section 134-1, are prohibited in any zoning
district in the city other than the | (Industrial) zoning district. For all automobile service
stations, including those that exist as nonconforming uses, the following shall apply:

(2) All pump islands shall be set back at least 15 feet from the right-of-way line.

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(2) The overhang of freestanding pump island canopies, supported on the pump
island, shall come no closer than five feet from the right-of-way line. Any pump island
canopy attached to the service station structure shall become part of said structure and
subject to building setback requirements.

(3) When the station abuts a residential district, it shall be separated therefrom
by a solid fence or wall at least eight feet high.

Section 2. The provisions of this Ordinance shall be codified as and become and be
made a part of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Edgewood.

Section 3. If any section, sentence, phrase, word or portion of this ordinance is
determined to be invalid, unlawful or unconstitutional, said determination shall not be held to
invalidate or impair the validity, force or effect of any other section, sentence, phrase, word or
portion of this Ordinance not otherwise determined to be invalid, unlawful or unconstitutional.

Section 4. All ordinances that are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section 5. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its passage and
adoption.
